Fernando Botero was born in Colombia’s second largest
city, Medellin, in 1932, to a middle-class family. Despite its
size, landlocked Medellin was isolated from many outside
influences. Botero’s initial contact with works of art was
limited to indigenous pre-Columbian art, colonial paintings,
church decoration and reproductions in books. Botero’s
career as an artist began at the age of sixteen, with a 
part-time job as an illustrator for a leading newspaper.
In 1950, Botero completed secondary school and moved
to Bogota, the capital of Colombia.There, he became part
of a community of intellectuals and had his first successful
solo exhibition. Inspired by accounts of French artist Paul
Gauguin in the paradise of Tahiti, Botero left the unsettled
political climate of Colombia for the Caribbean island of
Tolu.Dissatisfied with Tolu, Botero sailed for Spain in 1951.
In Madrid, he followed a rigid discipline, copying the great
works of Spanish artists in the Prado Museum while study-
ing at the San Fernando Academy. Botero supported him-
self by selling copies of Velasquez,Goya, and Titian paintings
to tourists.Having a Spanish monarchical tradition in com-
mon, Botero easily identified with work of these painters.
After a year in Madrid, Botero went to Paris to study
works of art in the Louvre. With a growing interest in
early Italian Renaissance painting, Botero moved to
Florence, Italy.At the San Marco Academy, he studied the
traditional technique of fresco painting. When Botero
returned to Bogota in 1955, his first exhibition met with
intense criticism. Discouraged and without funds, Botero
abandoned painting for a year. His attempts at automobile
tire sales were equally unsuccessful and, the following
year, he moved to Mexico City. There, Botero’s artistic
inspiration was renewed with his introduction to the
murals of Diego Rivera and José Clemente Orozco. In
Mexico, Botero was able to distill the many influences he
had absorbed into a unique personal style.
Botero first visited the United States in 1957, for an 
exhibition in Washington, D.C. After the sell-out show,
Botero’s reputation in Colombia improved tremendously.
By the age of twenty-six, he had won the first prize at the
Colombian Salon exhibition and was appointed professor
at the Bogota School of Fine Art. Botero moved to New
York in 1960 and continued to paint in his unique, figura-
tive style, against the dominant wave of Abstract
Expressionism. In his thirteen years in the United States,
Botero never painted American subject matter, preferring
imagery from his native Colombia. In the early 1970s, an
affinity with European painters drew Botero to Paris 
permanently. From this time to the present, he has 
continued to visit his studio in Colombia where he is
acknowledged as a cultural hero. He is a prolific artist and
his work of four decades totals more than one thousand
paintings, thirty-two sculptures and over five thousand
drawings and watercolors.

The two dominant elements of art used are:
Color   The canvas is bathed entirely in a harmony of hot
colors : browns, yellows, ochres and reds. This harmony
exists readily with the music suggested by the musicians
playing their various instruments.

Shape All the forms represented in the painting 
(musical instruments or people) are full, generous in size
and round.They reflect good-naturedness and joy of life
and are characteristic of Botero’s style.

The two main principles of design used are:
Contrast Although the color is uniformly hot, the pain-
ting does present some contrast.There are areas of dark
colors on the canvas; such as the dancer’s suit and the
musicians’ clothes, the bowler hats and the guitar player’s
skirt. In contrast, the luminous colors in the background
detach the silhouettes of the characters; the flesh of the
dancer is pale.The structure of the painting provides con-
trast in the dimension of the characters : those in the fore-
ground are much smaller than those in the background.

Perspective The contrast in size of the characters
placed in the foreground and those in the background is
peculiar and goes against the basic rule of perspective. On
one hand, the artist places great importance on the musi-
cians in representing them so much larger than the
dancers : on the other hand, the dancers are placed in the
foreground and occupy the middle of the painting but
remain small. Astonishing – does the artist favour the
musicians because they are louder than the dancers? Do
the dancers represent ‘action’ and the musicians ‘sound’?
Is the music omnipresent, or even stifling?

Like Botero’s other paintings, Dancing in Colombia
reflects his Colombian heritage.The setting is a café,
and the costumes and hairstyles suggest a period from
Botero’s youth. There is no overt social criticism or
allegory in this canvas. Characteristic of his work, the
figures are disproportionate, frontal and flattened.
Their staring expressions, in combination with their
ample bodies, lend a sense of humor to the strange
scene.The vitality of the small-scale dancers seems to
defy their substantial volume.Typically, Botero achieves
an element of sensuousness with the compression of
such overtly physical figures.
